SCHOOLTRIPS/VISITS AND ACTIVITIES DURING SCHOOLTIME

When organising school activities, trips or visits which enrich the curriculum and educational
experience of the children, the school and the Management Committee have decided they
may ask for a contribution from parents/carers.

The following is a list of additional activities sometimes organised by the school. This list is not
exhaustive:

RESIDENTIAL VISITS - CHARGES

When the school offers a range of out-of-school clubs — the school and the Management
Committee have decided not to ask for any contribution from parents/carers.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

Each Pupil will be provided with one new set of school uniform free of charge. Parents/carers
will be charged for any replacement items of the school uniform.
